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These recent works, dating from 2008 to 2010, are in either a square format or a three to one format.  Typically, they are print ed on paper at 24 by 24 inches or 72 by 24 inches.  

They are printed with a large format archival ink jet printer.  Canvas and other substrates can be utilized, as well as paper.  

My software, which is used to create these images, maps pixels from simple screen images onto various surfaces.  In this collection of works, the pixels are mapped to a planar 

surface.  The mapping process creates different geometric objects such as squares, circles, and lines to represent each pixel.  The process is repeated a number of times, creating 

complex layering.  Line widths are progressively varied in the layering process.  The mapped grids vary in dimension as well,but they are aligned in simple arithmetic progression.

Scaling of the images is simple to achieve using an easy software command.  Frequently, I will proof the images at a small size. At this small scale the image might be 12 by 12 

inches.  A more customary finished size would be in the magnitude of several feet.  But I have also scaled up these images toaslarge as 25 feet by 8 feet.  The ease of scaling 

computer generated artworks has obvious mechanical advantages ðyou can essentially fit the artwork to the space.

The computer has another important visual attribute related to scaling.  Texturing and intricacy can be developed and realized using the power of computers and software.  My 

work has always been involved with visual complexity, and these computer generated works continue to explore these possibilities.  The images engage the viewer at different levels 

from very close to far away. 

A good deal of abstract modernist painting eliminated detail and texture.  But I believe that the patterns and textures of the world present a fertile ground for the artist to explore.  

The extraordinary beauty of a Persian carpet or computer chip represents an opportunity for the abstract artist to explore.  The computer makes it possible to richly realize this
